Information about our use of cookies

o Analytical/performance cookies. They allow us to recognise and count the number
of visitors and to see how visitors move around our portal when they are using it. This
helps us to improve the way our portal works, for example, by ensuring that users

e Analytics Cookies
o _ga: Registers a unique ID Cookies that is used to generate statistical data
on how the visitor uses the portal. Expires in 2 Years



o _ga_:Used by Google Analytics to identify and track an individual session
within your device. Expires at end of browser

have no control. These cookies are likely to be analytical/performance cookies or targeting

cookies.
You block cookies by activating the setting on your browser that allows you to refuse the
setting of all or some cookies.
